
 WOODMOOR IMPROVEMENT ASSOCIATION 
HIGHLIGHTS OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING
JUNE 22, 2011
(These are NOT Minutes, which have yet to be approved, 
but rather notes from the above meeting.) 

ELECTION OF NEW BOARD MEMBER – Vice President Jim Hale invited the (3) candidates for the open board position (term expires Jan 2012) to speak regarding their interest in running for the position.  Ed Miller, Eric Gross and Jim Woodman all gave information on their length of residency and past experience and outlined their interest in the director position.  A vote was held, counted and Hale informed the Board & audience of the results: Woodman (5), Gross (1), and Ed Miller (0).  Jim Hale reported that Jim Woodman was voted in as the new board member to complete Carolyn Streit-Carey’s term that expires Jan 2012. Craig Gaydos made a motion to appoint Jim Woodman as Director of Forestry, seconded by Paul Lambert.  The motion carried unanimously. 

HIGHWAY 105 STUDY – HOA Manager Matt Beseau reported that WIA has been contacted by El Paso County who has notified us of a Corridor Study they are beginning for Hwy 105 between Interstate 25 and State Hwy 83 (5 miles).  The “Open House” announcement for this: August 02, 2011 at Monument Academy from 5-7:00pm.  

FORESTRY – Jim Woodman reported that the current $37,500 WUI Grant has been used up (by approximately 40+ homeowners) and that WIA has applied for another grant for 2012 in the amount of $40,000.  He stated that the cost share portion might possibly change allowing a higher amount ($1200) for the new grant.  He says the reason for this is that on average, homeowners will do the allocated amount.  

Woodman said he has fielded many questions about the trees dying in Woodmoor.  He said he has found a good portion of them to be heavily infested with Mistletoe, stressed from drought, and have insect damage.

Woodman also informed the board that we are in the middle of the Mountain Pine Beetle (MPB) fly season and we are approaching the top of the bell curve for the heaviest fly time, which are the first two weeks in August.  He anticipates more calls in the next 2-3 weeks due to this and said the recent rain has helped the trees but if we go back to the long bouts of drought again we will see more trees dying.

[bookmark: _GoBack]COMMON AREAS – W. Lee Murray reported that spraying for noxious weeds in the common areas is complete and the mowing is approximately ½ done.  The recent rains that delayed both programs held up the work.  Murray said that he has started working on bids for adding a few benches and/or picnic tables in the common areas as we have had requests for this and we currently only have a few.     
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
