MINUTES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING
JANUARY 5, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by President McFadden.

Present: McFadden, Brendemubhl, Rollins, Walters, Wilson, Maher, Stevens-Gountanis. Goad
arrived at 6:40 p.m. and left at 7:00 p.m.

Absent: Marner

The board went to executive session at 6:34 p.m. to discuss personnel matters in the 2010 budget.

The board returned to general session at 7:17 p.m.
1. Moved by Bendemuhl, seconded by Rollins "to approve the 2010 budget". Carried.
After a short recess the board convened in the barn at 7:30 p.m.

2. Doewood Gate - The board had been requested by County Commissioner Wayne Williams to provide
a letter of position regarding the Doewood Gate.

Goad introduced the issues and gave a brief history. He read Exhibit "B" as a recorded document filed at
the time the gate was agreed to be installed. Essentially, the Exhibit "B" stated that once construction of
two egress roads was completed north of the gate: (1) The gate would become permanent, or (2) The
connector under the gate would be vacated and returned to its natural state.

Discussion from the board. Stevens-Gountanis read a letter from Chief Demboske of the Tri-Lakes Fire

Authority expressing reasons to keep the gate in place.
Several residents from Woodmoor and Doewood Estates addressed the board. The majority appeared

to want the road closed.

Woodmoor resident Torin Haskel read a resolution taking the position to return the connector to its

natural state and permanently close the road.
Moved by Brendemuhl, seconded by Goad to adopt the resolution (attached) and forward it to

Commissioner Williams. Carried.

Moved by Wilson, seconded by Goad to adjourn at 8:36 p.m. Carried.
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
