Dear Woodmoor Residents: 
 
Our Annual Meeting is quickly approaching. We hope that you can join the Woodmoor Improvement Association, at Lewis Palmer 
Middle School, on Monday evening, January 30, 2006 for our annual report to homeowner’s and the election of three new board 
members.   Sign-in will begin at 6:30 p.m.  Should the school not be available due to inclement weather, the Annual Meeting will be 
held in our community center (“The Barn”) located at 1691 Woodmoor Drive. 
 
In order to conduct business, we MUST HAVE A QUORUM OF 10% OF OUR MEMBERS (APROXIMATELY 300 MEMBERS) 
either physically present at the meeting or represented by completing and sending the WIA a PROXY FORM. The reverse side 
of this letter contains the proxy form. We strongly encourage you to mail, fax or drop off your proxy vote in the event you cannot be 
present at the meeting. This will ensure that we can hold the Annual Meeting. If you provide us with a proxy form and subsequently 
decide to attend the meeting, you will be given your proxy form back when you check in at the Annual Meeting.  
 
This year you have the option to vote your choice of Board members. By properly completing the proxy form you will ensure your 
vote is cast for the candidates of your choice.  However, if not in attendance at the annual meeting, you are authorizing your desig-
nated proxy (either the WIA Secretary, George McFadden or another WIA owner designated specifically by you on the returned proxy 
form) to vote for you on any other issues that may require a vote at the annual meeting.   Your vote for your candidates of choice will 
not be changed. 
 
Included in the December newsletter is a brief biography on each of the four candidates who have been nominated by the Board of 
Directors.  The candidates have seriously considered the time commitment of a three-year term on the Board of Directors and each 
has written their own brief presentation to provide you background information on themselves and their reasons for wishing to serve 
our community. 
 
Further, as discussed previously at the WIA Town Meeting held this past May and on the WIA website Forum held following the meet-
ing, we are requesting you respond regarding the suggested change in the design standards for an ancillary building.  This change is 
being suggested so that our community can better meet the needs of the owners (i.e., those families with multiple drivers and vehi-
cles). Excessive vehicles being parked on properties is a recurring problem we are seeing more and more as well as many requests 
for variances.  A survey conducted in 2002 resulted in an overwhelming number of those who responded stating they wanted no 
change from the current requirement not to have more than two vehicles parked outside on a regular basis.  Given the makeup of 
Woodmoor, which is transitioning from a community primarily composed of retirees to a community with many young families with 
multiple drivers, by allowing the construction of an “ancillary building” large enough to accommodate two vehicles i.e., a two-car ga-
rage.  Of course the ancillary building would have to comply with all existing DSM requirements (siding, setbacks, height, etc.).  We 
would like your feedback on this issue.  Please let us know by marking yes or no below and returning this document to the 
management office 
 
On behalf of the WIA Board of Directors, we hope to see you at the Annual Meeting on January 30 and for those of you unable to 
attend, we  would greatly appreciate you providing us with your proxy form. Your civic awareness is greatly appreciated.
