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               Communication 
This year we have set out to try and improve communication with 
you, the residents. We have moved our monthly Board meetings 
into the Barn, which is large enough to accommodate a sizeable 
portion of interested residents. If you have suggestions, are just 
curious how we go about the business of running the Woodmoor 
Improvement Association or are just bored on a Wednesday night, 
please come and attend one of the Board meetings on the third 

Wednesday of each month at 7 p.m. 
     We are welcoming new residents with a package delivered by a board member or a 
resident volunteer. This initiative appears to be well received and adds to the feeling of 
community in Woodmoor. Thank you, volunteers who have been doing this. And if anyone 
of you feels this is a worthy effort, please volunteer! 
     We would like to organize a meeting where residents can come and chat with Board 
members, get information on issues they feel are important and socialize with other resi-
dents. Ideally such a meeting would have an informal atmosphere with some food and 
drinks and could take place late summer, when the weather is good and you have returned 
relaxed from a good vacation. Let us know what you think. 

Traffic 
     The big efforts in April and May of our Sheriff, Terry Maketa, combined with new stop 
signs, the WIA Speed Trailer and the Lewis Palmer School District campaign “Respect 
your Neighbors – Slow Down” appear to have helped to mitigate traffic problems. As the 
new school year comes around, these efforts will be given a new lease on life. I am confi-
dent that we can reduce traffic speeds if we all cooperate and think of our neighbors. 
     Higby Road is being upgraded with turn lanes in the area of Woodmoor Park and the 
High School. In addition it is expected that a new entrance will be built into the High 
School off Jackson Creek Parkway. This may start this Fall, but is dependent on the start of 
construction of the new YMCA. Both need an entrance at the same location and they will 
be built simultaneously.  The start of YMCA construction is dependent on financial support 
from area residents. All this is likely to mitigate the traffic jams around the school in the 
mornings and afternoons. 

Roads 
     We have attended a Monument Town informational meeting on road construction in our 
general area. It was announced that Higby will not get any major reconstruction in at least 
the next 10 years. Developers will be required to build turn lanes at entry points to their 
developments. This will apply to Homeplace Ranch (about 900 homes). The main entry to 
Homeplace Ranch will be the extension of Gleneagle Drive, which in future (no plans yet)  
is expected to hook up with Furrow Road. The Developer has stated that there will be no 
entry road into Homeplace Ranch at the point where Fairplay Drive ends. 
 

Support  our  schools 
     The WIA Board has had another meeting with the Lewis Palmer Board of Education. 
We discussed the traffic mitigation measures as indicated above. The School District 
adopted the “Respect your Neighbors – Slow Down” campaign, which does its part to keep 
Woodmoor a pleasant community. We also talked about the need for mutual support be-
tween school and residents. The School District will provide WIA with dates and informa-
tion on major events in school life. It would be nice if residents could show some support 
to students and teachers of our schools around these events. After all, a school supported by 
the population it serves, is more likely to be a good school. And good schools improve 
property values. 
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Development around Woodmoor 
Many developments are currently being built or are being planned around and even in Woodmoor. Woodmoor Park, Homeplace 

Ranch and Baptist Camp (about 900 homes) off Higby, Misty Acres and Hillsong Village off Monument Hill Road, Village Center @ 
Woodmoor off 105 and finally a possible as yet unnamed development in the area around Woodmoor Lake. It is becoming increasingly 
hard for your Board to attend all the meetings and look over all the plans for these developments. In the last newsletter I asked for a vol-
unteer to help monitor this and perhaps be our representative on the NEPCO Land Use Committee (www.nepco.org). We have not re-
ceived any response on that request. Are our residents happy with all the development around us? Do they trust the authorities to do the 
right thing? To have your say in any development it pays to react early and clearly. We can only do that effectively with your help. 

In regards to the Walters Estate (the green space between the town homes and single family homes), the Walters recently informed 
us that, "There is nothing new to report. There are no new plans for the open space in south Woodmoor at this time and if anything would 
happen, WIA would be the first to get a call." 
 

Dogs: an owners delight, sometimes a danger to neighbors 
Recently we have had several instances of residents being attacked or threatened by dogs that were roaming loose off their proper-

ties. In one instance a small dog was bitten severely and barely survived after surgery. Its owners were hurt in the scuffle as well.  I have 
heard comments from some residents that they are apprehensive about walking Woodmoor streets because they fear that loose dogs may 
harass or attack them. 

Please ensure that your beloved pets are secure on your property, or on a leash at all times. Woodmoor is a beautiful neighborhood 
that any resident should feel free to admire, walking, running, biking or in a car. In all cases of dogs found loose, the Humane Society 
will be informed.

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entering.  In the past, we tried 
to implement a policy that 
would allow soliciting as re-
quired by law, but would re-
quire the solicitor to register 
with WPS.   The premise was 
that registering with WPS  
might actually increase sales 
as residents would be reas-
sured by the fact that WPS 
had a record of who was 
working within the commu-
nity.  Unfortunately, after try-
ing to enforce this and being 
challenged, our legal counsel 
advised that we could not 
place any restrictions on peo-
ple’s “right to solicit” unless 
all the property within Wood-
moor, including the roads, was 
owned by the association. 

On a lighter note, the 
Board looked into possibly 
charging for our popular vaca-
tion checks.  As you may or 
may not know, we have been 
doing vacation checks free of 
charge and asking for volun-
tary donations since 1995.  
This issue came about due to a 
steady increase in requests for 
the service (obviously from an 
increase in population) while 
the donations received has 
stayed about the same. At this 
time, the Board’s preference is 
to continue to ask for dona-
tions.  If you use this valuable 
service, the donations received 
are greatly appreciated and are 
used for operating expenses.   

Although the community 
of Woodmoor has a very low 
crime rate compared to other 
areas, we’re not immune to 
crime.  For the past few years 
we have seen an increase in 
vehicle “break-ins” (Criminal 
Trespass Auto or CTA) 
throughout Woodmoor which 
have continued this summer.  
However; the word “break-
ins” is a bit misleading.  In the 
vast majority of these CTA the 
crime has occurred because 
the vehicles were left 
unlocked.  Technically, the 
vehicles are not being “broken 
into” although the result is the 
same, property being stolen  
from your vehicle.  CTA is a 
crime of opportunity.  If you 
leave your vehicle outside, 
make sure you lock the vehi-
cle each and every night. 

Another problem that we 
experience is garage doors left 
open at night.  We’ve had one 
reported incident this year 
when a garage door was left 
open and someone entered the 
garage at night.  This person 
helped themselves to soft 
drinks and the change left in 
the unlocked vehicles.  WPS 
officers have been instructed 
to call residents no matter 
what time it is and recommend 
that residents close their ga-
rage door.  So far, this has 
been received very well by 

residents that have left their 
door open.  It is hoped that 
this practice will not disturb 
residents if we need to call 
late at night.  Please try and 
make sure that your garage 
door is closed each and every 
night. 

We’ve also had a few 
burglaries and a few attempted 
burglaries in the area.  In one 
incident a resident came home 
in the late afternoon and found 
a person on his deck messing 
with a window.  The suspect 
immediately left the area 
while the resident called WPS 
and the Sheriffs office.   Ser-
geant Charlie Snyder of WPS 
found the suspect and  notified 
the deputies.  The suspect had 
numerous items on his person 
that belonged to the resident 
and a search of the area also 
turned up stolen property from 
the house.  The suspect was a 
solicitor in the area. He was 
charged with the burglary and 
booked into the county jail.  
Sergeant Snyder has received 
a well deserved “at-a-boy” for 
his diligence. 

This incident has made 
residents question why WIA 
can’t stop people from solicit-
ing in Woodmoor.  Because of 
the first amendment, commu-
nities whose roads belong to 
the county they live in cannot, 
by law, keep solicitors from 
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     The Architectural Control Committee (ACC) is looking for new members.  Membership does not require special knowledge, just 
a desire to help maintain and improve the high  standards of our community.   The Committee meets twice a month on Tuesdays at 
7 p.m. to review new projects submitted for approval by our residents.  We also review the Design Standards Manual from time to 
time to keep abreast of available new materials and fresh ideas. 
     In the coming year the ACC will be involved in the new YMCA planning as well as any new projects submitted for the unplat-
ted areas within Woodmoor. 
    Come to a meeting and see what the committee does.  The ACC will be meeting on July 25, August 8 &  29 and Sept. 12 & 26.

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If you are new to Woodmoor and the climate of the Front Range you may have been sur-
prised by our very dry winter and late wet June and July. One month ago we faced the prospect of 
a severe wildfire season and abnormal tree mortality from drought and beetles. Now many are 
wishing for less rain so they can better enjoy the beauty of Colorado. 
�
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You should have noticed the unusual number of pine, quaking aspen, and ornamental trees 

that died or are dying in Woodmoor. A surprising number of well-established trees in South 
Woodmoor died over the winter and spring. Similarly many 100+ year old pines in North Wood-
moor started dying in December. 

One year ago most of the pine mortality was attributed to Mountain Pine Beetles (MPB). 
Trees with live MPB were found on more than 85 lots. Most lots had 3 to 60 infested trees. To-
day, only 1 to 5 infested trees have been found on 30 lots. 

Diagnosing the causes of tree mortality is not an exacting science. If the visual symptoms on 
a pine include multiple red pitch tubes, inner bark with blue stain, presence of beetle larvae, and 
holes from woodpeckers, there is a 99% probability that the tree was killed by MPBs. However, 
if there are no pitch tubes or obvious signs of beetles, then less conclusive evidence must be used 
to explain the cause. 

A high percentage of tree mortality was caused by our unusually dry winter. The most sus-
ceptible trees were those experiencing severe competition with other trees for light and water. 
Trees with major physical health problems, such as from dwarf mistletoe, past MPB attacks, and 
root damage from moles or construction work, were less able to survive the drought. 

Trees with dwarf mistletoe infections on most branches are very susceptible to death by 
drought. The mistletoe so weakens the trees that they cannot absorb enough moisture from the 
soil to meet their survival requirements.  

Similarly, many trees that survived previous MPB attacks were not able to live through the 
winter. Tree mortality evaluations indicate that many trees without pitch tubes were 
killed by MPBs. They were unable to absorb enough water last summer to produce 
pitch. 
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     The offspring of last year’s (2005) MPB season are now attacking new trees. The 
normal symptoms are one or more “runny” or moist pitch tubes, with or without saw-
dust. They generally start their attack in the upper trunk above head height. Although 
some beetles began flying in mid-June, the peak time in numbers of beetles flying is 
from July 15 to August 7. Some trees may be attacked up to mid-October.  
     If any of your trees become infested with MPB, we recommend that you do not cut 
them until after mid-October when the beetle season is over. These early infested trees 
attract subsequent beetles. If they are removed before the end of the season, the later 
flying beetles will find new trees to attack and kill.   
     Please contact the WIA office for information about MPBs. A trained forestry vol-

unteer is available to examine your trees and give you good technical advice. 4� � �
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     WIA is organizing a group bus trip to Cripple Creek.  Tentatively, the trip will leave the Barn at 
8am and return at 5pm.  The dates being considered are August 15 or 16.  The cost is approximately 
$16 per person.  Water and soft drinks will be available on the bus.  We need 33 prepaid travelers to 
secure the bus.  (It can take up to 56 people.)  If enough people sign up , the large bus will have a restroom on board.  Let us know your 
preference.  This is our first attempt, so let us know what you think.  Call 488-2693 or stop by the Barn to reserve your seat.  Bring 
your friends as all are welcome.  Tickets will be sold until the bus is full. 
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Did you know that only 

67% of Woodmoor’s 2,730 
acres are forested? Almost 
900 acres are in dry-grass 
prairie or wetlands where 
there are little or no trees. Na-
tive ponderosa pine trees grow 
on 1,643 acres or 60% of the 
land. 

Also, did you know that 
Gambel oak (also called scrub 
oak) has the greatest potential 
for carrying fire capable of 
igniting one or more homes? It 
produces 40% more heat for 
the same unit of wood as pon-
derosa pine. Flames from 
scrub oak can extend 60 feet. 
It is our primary “ladder fuel” 
that can facilitate a surface fire 
in grass or needles by spread-
ing into tree crowns nearest to 
homes. 

These are just a few of the 
interesting facts about Wood-
moor that are being generated 
for a Community Wildfire 

Protection Plan (CWPP). This 
plan is required in order to 
apply for future federal cost-
sharing grants like the one that 
just ended. Our goal is to have 
a plan completed and ap-
proved by December 2006. 

Woodmoor’s CWPP will  
identify the neighborhoods  
that have the highest risk of 
home ignitions due to the for-
est vegetation, topography, 
direction of prevailing winds, 
and slope aspect. State, 
county, and local wildfire ex-
perts will assign the hazard 
ratings. A major goal is to 
produce a 10-year action plan 
to reduce forest fuels in our 
highest risk neighborhoods. 
Representatives from the Tri-
Lakes Fire Department, Colo-
rado State Forest Service, El 
Paso County Forestry, and 
Woodmoor forestry make up 
the committee. 

The $45,000 federal 
grant given to Woodmoor to 
promote defensible space 
thinning ended on June 30. 
Qualified residents received 
50% cost-sharing grants of up 
to $500. Owners attended a 
90-minute training class and 
completed application forms 
that were reviewed and ap-
proved by a Tree Monitor. 

Over 92 residents and 15 

forestry volunteers attended 
classes to learn about wildfire 
behavior and how to reduce 
the risk of losing their homes 
to a forest fire. Of the 56 own-
ers who applied for the grant, 
51 completed their work and 
received a cost-share. They 
spent a total of $67,856 of 
which $23,121 will be reim-
bursed. The average payment 
is $453.  
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Woodmoor, using State 
Forestry Guidelines for proper 
thinning techniques to achieve 
a healthier forest plus reduce 
ladder fuels in the common 
areas, also used part of the 
grant.  We spent $43,757 and 
will be reimbursed $21,879. 
This work was done over 20 
acres in the Marsh, Toboggan 
Hill, Twin Ponds, and Lake 
Woodmoor common areas. 
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     WIA rules & regulations allow you to have an RV, trailer or boat on your lot for 
up to 72 hours for general maintenance, loading and unloading (not major repairs).  A maximum of 
20 overnights per year per residence is permitted.  Please do not park these vehicles in your yard, 
behind your house or on the street.  They must be in your driveway.   If they don’t fit in your garage 
then please check  your recreational vehicle into a storage facility 
off site.  Notices WILL BE ISSUED TO VIOLATORS! 
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WIA continues to seek volunteers for various programs.  We need people to help deliver WIA 
information packets to new residents.  We have a strong core of people doing this and need more 
help.  Also, we need volunteers to help with our common areas, particularly in the building of 
trails.  We have more ideas than volunteers.  Of course we are always looking for additional "tree 
monitors".  Please call 488-2693 if interested.

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Flea Market 
Thanks to the 50 plus families who had booths at the Woodmoor Flea Market & Art Fest May 13.  Shoppers 
grabbed up fantastic bargains and some sellers sold just about everything they had.  Many people remarked 
at how pleasant the setting was at the Barn with the trees and grassy areas, and they encouraged me to sched-
ule another this fall.  Let us know if you would be interested in an October market and look for details 
in the next newsletter. 

Weed Alert 
The rains have arrived so now is a good time to take a look around your property for patches of thistle and 
knapweed that need to be pulled.  Don’t mistake knapweed for a wild flower.  It’s too bushy with many little 
white buds that are prickly to the touch.  Pull these prolific pests now or you’ll have a much bigger problem 
next year. 

Conserve Water 
If you are thinking of planting or rolling out bluegrass sod for your yard-think again.  There are better grass 
choices that require much less care and water and will not die off during drought periods.  Buffalo grass is a 
top choice because it spreads and fills in very quickly and needs little mowing.  Others are Bermuda, side 
oats gramma and other wild grass mixes.  All of these will save you big bucks as water rates increase and 
they look good too.  Don’t forget to prep and mix the soil with organic mulch before planting. 

Wildflowers 
The wildflowers in Woodmoor are some of the best around so treat yourself to one of natures little pleasures 
by taking a wildflower walk.  How many varieties can you identify?  If there are any wildflower experts out 
there, let me know and perhaps you can share your knowledge with other aficionados. 
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Nancy Spielkamp is a member of U.S.A. Gymnastics National Coaching staff at the Olympic Training Center.  She has worked with Olympians 
and National Team members since 1976.    She currently holds coaching credentials and safety certifications, which allow her to coach at National 
and International camps and clinics, and allows her on the floor at major competitions.  Nancy also brings a strong background in dance to her 
coaching and is a past faculty member of Colorado State Ballet.
