     As a reminder, NEPCO stands for Northern El Paso County Coalition of Com-
munity Associations. NEPCO was incorporated as a Nonprofit Corporation on 
June 1, 2000, by the state of Colorado.  NEPCO was formed by residents of home-
owners associations in northern El Paso County as a means to (1) collectively in-
fluence the growth and development in northern El Paso County through struc-
tured and pro-active interaction with county planning officials and land develop-
ers, (2) share information among constituent homeowners associations that would 
be useful to all in managing their associations, and (3) address issues within the 
constituent homeowners associations that have bearing on other homeowner asso-
ciations areas of interest and responsibilities.  
     The Land Use Committee will support "smart" growth. It will protect the prop-
erty rights of homeowners and landowners,  represent the majority views of home-
owners in NEPCO as manifested by the NEPCO voting procedures of the Bylaws 
and will be guided by the goals and objectives of the Tri-Lakes Comprehensive 
Plan.

Community Wildfire Protection Plan (CWPP) 
 

During our monthly meeting on October 18, the new Woodmoor Community Wildfire Prevention 
Plan (CWPP) will be presented to the Board. Our Forestry Director Jim Woodman is the driving 
force behind this essential plan. He has managed to get representatives from State,  County and local 
agencies together to work on a CWPP for Woodmoor.  
 

This CWPP is remarkable as it is a pilot project in Colorado on which  future CWPP's  in other 
neighborhoods will be modeled. 
 

Wildfire is increasingly an issue in Colorado and other western states with wildfires becoming more 
frequent, more intense and covering larger areas over the last decades. I am very glad that Wood-
moor has a Forestry Director with the capabilities of Jim Woodman. Of course, for a CWPP to suc-
ceed it needs the active support of Woodmoor homeowners.  
 

I hope that we as homeowners will embrace this CWPP once it has been approved by the Board, and 
implement its recommendations on our properties over the years to come.

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Crime in Woodmoor is one of the lowest rates of any residential area in El Paso County.  That 
said, crime in any community is simply unacceptable.  On the positive side, burglary in the 
Woodmoor area is down significantly from 10 cases in 2005 to only 3 cases from January 
through July of 2006.  Of concern are increases in cases of vandalism and illegal drinking by 
minors. Vandalism increased from 24 cases in all of 2005 to 34 from January through July of 
2006.  This was especially evident during the recent summer months. Traffic enforcement was 
of concern to many residents in the area.  As a result, the El Paso County Sheriff Office Traffic 
Unit stepped up enforcement in the areas of concern.  In the area north of Highway 105, 192 
traffic citations were issued between January and July of this year.  There were 276 traffic cita-
tions issued in the area south of Highway 105 during that time.  Approximately 75% of these 
citations were for speeding. 
 
Burglar alarms remain one of the top calls for service in the Woodmoor area again this year.  
Thirty-two burglar alarm calls were answered between January and August in the area, com-
pared to 27 for all of 2005.  The El Paso County Sheriff Office uses a verified response system 
whereby a responsible party with access to the address is called upon to meet a deputy at the 
scene of the alarm.  With more than 99% of all burglar alarm calls in El Paso County  not re-
sulting in the report of  a crime, particular caution is observed to have a responsible person 
present to make sure the residence is secure and to prevent an embarrassing or possibly dan-
gerous confrontation with a home owner who is experiencing a faulty alarm system.  The aver-
age response time on burglar alarms is approximately 11-18 minutes after the responsible party 
is contacted and the deputy is dispatched to the call.  It is important to note that burglar alarms 
are handled differently than panic alarms or holdup alarms.  In these cases, deputies are dis-
patched immediately and no responsible party is required to first respond to the scene. 
 
There were a total of 314 calls for service to the El Paso County Sheriff Office from the Wood-
moor area between January and July of this year.  Of that total, only six (6) were considered 
emergent calls.  One hundred sixty-three (163) of those calls were non-emergent or routine 
calls for service. The average response time to the emergent calls was approximately 27 min-
utes.  However, the response time to four of the six calls was an average of 13 minutes. 
 
Responding quickly to calls for service is important to everyone.  However, in cases other than 
life threatening situations, we believe that quality of service is the key measurement of success.  
While we certainly would like to have more deputies in every neighborhood in the County, we 
strive not to allow the increase in service demands to cause a decrease in the quality of ser-
vices.  As with any organization built on customer service, questions, comments and sugges-
tions are always welcome.
