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        For the first time in recent memory, your WIA annual assessment will 
NOT be increased.  Your board has worked very hard to develop a balanced 
budget without an assessment increase.  Strategic planning for 2007 also calls 
for increased Barn activities and increased efforts to add  common area  
amenities such as trails and parking. 
        Our covenants call for all lot owners to be assessed the same amount 
without distinction between vacant and developed lots.  Since 1999, vacant lot 
owners have received an Open Space Safety Incentive.  This has resulted in a 
reduction in net assessment to those vacant lot owners.  The Open Space 
Safety Incentive for 2007 has been set at $75 and will become $50 in 2008.

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It is that time of year when many of us look back over the last 12 months to see how 
many of our plans and goals were actually realized. I must say it was a year full of activities that 
hopefully will benefit all of Woodmoor’s members. 
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Over 25 unpaid forestry volunteers (“Tree Monitors”) helped respond to more than 205 
requests for lot or tree health evaluations in 2006. They gave advice on ways to improve the 
health of the owners’ trees, reduce wildfire hazards with Defensible Space Thinning, diagnosed 
insect and disease problems, and offered other advice as needed.  

Certificates of appreciation were given to two volunteers who made the most visits in 
2006. Bill Nealon made 50 visits and Howard Rice completed 33. A certificate was also given 
to the new Tree Monitor who made the most visits in her first season. Amy Smith  made 6 lot 

evaluations after completing forestry training in June.  
WIA is very fortunate to have such a group of dedicated and trained volunteers. We ap-

preciate all they contribute to making Woodmoor a beautiful place to live.  
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The number of lots with trees infested by Mountain Pine Beetles (MPBs) was significantly 
less than last year. Of the 205 lots evaluated this year, only 61 had 1 to 8 infested trees. In 2005, 
120 lots were found to have 6 to 20 trees with live MPBs per lot. 

It is difficult to know exactly why the numbers of infested trees decreased 50% from those 
in 2005. Certainly WIA’s policy to educate and work with homeowners in aggressively finding 
and eliminating infested trees was a major factor. Another factor was the wet summer that made 
it difficult for emerging adult beetles to find and attack weaker trees.  
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One of the things that makes Woodmoor special is its 125 acres in eleven common areas. 
More than half of this land is covered with grass and/or wetlands vegetation. Pine and mixtures 
of pine and Gambel (scrub) oak cover approximately 30 to 35 acres. Over 21 acres of mostly 
dense pine and scrub oak forests were thinned in 2006. The thinning objectives were to reduce 
wildfire hazards, improve common area aesthetics, recreational values, and improve forest 
health.  

The most visible thinned areas are adjacent Deer Creek Road in the Toboggan Hill, Hidden 
Pond and Piney Trail Common Areas. Also, the pine and oak growing along the north boundary 
of The Marsh Common Area was thinned. 

The largest thinned area was in the common areas between Regatta Lane and Meadowlake 
Way. Approximately 10 acres were thinned and pruned to defensible space recommendations. A 
one-acre stand east of the upper pond in the Twin Ponds Common Area was also thinned. 
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Woodmoor received a $45,000 federal grant in 2005 to help pay for costs of reducing wild-
fire hazards on homeowner lots and in common areas. The grant ended on June 30, 2006. It 
helped 51 residents create defensible space around their homes. Part of it was used to thin 20 
acres of common areas. Altogether homeowners and WIA spent a total of $111,635 of which 
$45,000 was repaid by the grant.

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A major 2006 goal for WIA was to revise WIA’s 1995 Forest Stewardship (FS) Plan 
and complete a new Community Wildfire Protection Plan (CWPP). This was achieved 
when the WIA Board of Directors approved a combined FS-CWPP plan on November 15.  

A committee of 7 people worked on the CWPP for nine months. They represented the 
Colorado State Forest Service, El Paso County, Tri-Lakes Monument Fire Authority, and 
WIA Forestry Committee. The Forest Stewardship Plan was revised using input from rep-
resentatives of the Colorado State Forest Service, El Paso County, and WIA Forestry. 

The FS-CWPP objectives are to: 1) improve for-
est conditions on all of Woodmoor properties thus 
decreasing fire risk and insect and disease problems, 
2) assess vegetative fuel hazards and homes at most 
risk in Woodmoor, and 3) improve or maintain the 
quality of wetlands, wildlife habitat, and recreational 
use of common areas. It includes a 10-year action 
plan to accomplish these goals. 

The WIA Board approved the formation of a 
committee under the Director of Forestry to imple-
ment the CWPP. It will be responsible for develop-
ing Firewise education programs, administration of 
future fuels reduction grants, and helping owners in 
severe hazard neighborhoods to work together to 
reduce their hazards.  
�
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Most of the wildfire fuels analysis was based on 
maps of major forest vegetation types developed 
from 2004 satellite images of Woodmoor. They were 
field checked for accuracy by foresters from the 
state, county, Tri-Lakes Monument Fire Authority, 
and WIA. Extreme high risk neighborhoods were 
identified from these maps and visits to the neighbor-
hoods. 

Woodmoor has approximately 2,500 single-
dwelling and 650 denser multiple dwelling lots on 
2,680 acres or 4.2 square miles. Only 150 of the sin-
gle dwelling lots do not have homes. 

Four wildfire hazard classes were developed us-
ing the vegetation types and fire department assess-
ments of the potential for more than one structure 
being destroyed. The areas and their classes are pic-
tured on the right. A description of the classes and 
specific  hazards of each are described on page 4. 
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Low Hazard – wetlands and grasslands; risk of home ignitions from vegetation is low; homes 
downwind of grass or forest fires are vulnerable to burning embers. 

Medium Hazard – Low and medium density ponderosa pine forest; if a house were ignited; 
firefighters would likely confine it to one structure. Homes downwind of wildfires are vulner-
able to burning embers. 

High Hazard – Consists of Gambel (scrub) oak with low-density pine and/or medium density 
ponderosa pine; there is a high probability of multiple home ignitions if a fire ignited the tops 
(crowns) of the trees; all homes are vulnerable to burning embers. 

Severe Hazard – Vegetation types include 50% cover of pure Gambel oak and/or high-density 
ponderosa pine with a Gambel oak understory; a very high probability of multiple home igni-
tions from a surface fire spreading into pine crowns because of oak ladder fuels; all homes are 
vulnerable to burning embers. 

All of the multiple dwelling lots are in the low hazard class and not included in the follow-
ing totals. The number of single dwelling lots in each hazard class are: Low – 735 (30%), Me-
dium – 277 (11%), High – 731 (29%), and Severe – 739 (30%). 

The hazard analysis was focused on three management units using Woodmoor Dr., Highway 
105, and Higby Rd as east-west boundaries. The area between Woodmoor Dr. and County Line 
Road (“North Woodmoor”) has the greatest number of High (364) and Severe Hazard (435) lots. 

The area of Woodmoor between Highway 105 and Woodmoor Dr. (“Central Woodmoor”) 
has 240 High Hazard and 199 Severe Hazard lots. The breakup of dense pine forest by the golf 
course greens and common areas helps reduce the risk of a major fire destroying many homes at 
one time.  

The area between Highway 105 and Higby Road (“South Woodmoor”) is an interesting con-
trast with North and Central Woodmoor. It contains both a large number of Low risk lots (256) 
and High (127) to Severe Risk (105) lots. Most of the forested area in South Woodmoor is lo-
cated in a fairly narrow strip between Fairplay Dr. and the east boundary of Woodmoor. It has a 
large number of dead-end streets, relatively steep topography in places, dense pine with scrub 
oak understory, and lack of emergency routes eastward from Fairplay. The CWPP recommends 
that this area be given the highest priority for fuels reduction projects. 

Three of the most important CWPP recommendations are: 1) help owners in High to Severe 
Hazard neighborhoods create mutually beneficial fuel breaks with thinning and pruning; 2) help 
owners in the most severe neighborhoods work together in reducing their hazard on a neighbor-
hood basis, and 3) use future Federal and State cost-share grants to assist owners in Severe Haz-
ard neighborhoods apply Defensible Space Guidelines to their properties.

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� With the onset of snow I would like to remind people that the use of Toboggan Hill 
is for Woodmoor residents and their guests.  Children sledding under 12 years old must be 
supervised by an adult.  Skiing and snowboarding is not allowed on any Woodmoor com-
mon area to include Toboggan Hill.  The parking area for Toboggan Hill can accommodate 
up to 9 cars so please try to limit the space between cars next so as many vehicles as possi-
ble will fit.   
 A major safety concern is the parking situation on the roads in the area.  Deer Creek 
Road is posted with “No Parking” signs on both sides of the road. Additional “Snow Route 
No Parking” signs will be posted on Toboggan Hill Road and Autumn Way in the near fu-
ture.  These signs are placed due to the width and limited sight distance on these roads.  
Please do not park in the posted “No Parking” zones.  If a WPS officer sees a vehicle ille-
gally parked we will call the Sheriff’s Office and have the vehicle ticketed. 
 Pond safety is another concern.  For ice skating, children under 16 yrs old must be 
accompanied by an adult. Usage is also restricted to Woodmoor residents and their guests 
only.  The WIA does not maintain skating facilities, nor does it monitor ice conditions.  Ice 
fishing is not permitted on any of the ponds at anytime.  If we have 30+degree weather for 
more than a couple of days please stay off any ice in the area.   
 Motorized vehicles of any kind to include snowmobiles are not permitted on any 
common area.  If you’re caught riding a snowmobile or any other vehicle on a common area 
you will be issued a violation notice and could be fined. 
 Please be aware that all use of Woodmoor common areas, which includes sledding 
and skating, is done at your own risk. 
 Sergeant Charlie Snyder retired on November 30, 2006.  Charlie served the 
Woodmoor community for over 11 years.  We will miss him and wish him luck in his retire-
ment.  Thank you Charlie for a job well done and your dedication and loyalty to all of 
Woodmoor. We will miss you!

If 
you have or are installing a monitored alarm system the first call should be to the WPS mobile phone (499-9771) 
in case of an activation. The El Paso County Sheriff's Office (EPSO) will only respond if a key and code holder 
will meet a deputy at the residence unless other circumstances calls for a deputy to respond. WPS can be a key 
and code holder for your house and alarm system. Even with circumstances such as glass breakage the alarm 
response from EPSO is a low priority call. If circumstances are encountered that require an EPSO response the 
WPS officer will contact them immediately while we secure the scene. We will also coordinate with the moni-
toring company and communicate with the EPSO dispatch if they have already been notified. WPS can and does 
provide patrol, surveillance and can be used to back-up the EPSO in cases of robbery or forced entry.

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     I am proud to report that despite rising costs of 
living, the WIA Board of Directors (BOD) has 
approved a balanced budget for 2007 fiscal year 
without increasing annual HOA assessments.  For 
2007, total operating expenses increase only 
1.29%, and total income increases by 4.9%.  The 
two main costs saving measures taken are  not 
replacing a retiring WPS officer, and postponing 
the purchase of a WPS Jeep until 2008. 
     The BOD set ambitious strategic goals for 
2007, which includes daily non-repeating rental 
rate reduction designed to encourage more 
frequent use of the Barn, improving trails, 
rehabilitating pond life, and maintaining the 
health of our trees and common areas.  I am also 
proud to report that the WIA BOD not only met 
these strategic goals in its 2007 budget, it will 
also fully fund its Reserve Funds for 2006. 
     In 2006, the BOD approved expenditures of 
our Reserve Funds in the purchase of a new WPS 
jeep at $21,000, $2,150 for culvert and ditch 
repairs to protect one of our ponds and  repainting 
the exterior of the Barn for  $9,205 as well as 
replacing one sidewalk for $1,700. 
     I invite you to come to the annual meeting in 
January for a more detailed presentation of the 
2007 budget.  At that time, I will also be 
presenting and reviewing expenditures from the 
2006 financial statements.
