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If you have traveled in mountain areas of Summit, Park or Grand counties lately, you
have seen the devastating effects of a severe mountain pine beetle (MPB) infesta-
tion. What was once a sea of uniformly green trees is now mottled with large brown
regions resulting from the mountain pine beetle. How can we assure that Woodmoor
stays green and wooded? Simple visual monitoring, proper disposal of infested trees
and refraining from cutting trees during the fly season in the summer months will aid
in keeping MPB under control in Woodmoor.

What does a tree with MPB look like?

A tree that has been infested with MPB will develop white to light brownish-
red popcorn shaped pitch tubes on the trunk of the tree as a result of the
beetle burrowing into the tree. The tree responds to the beetle burrowing into
the tree by creating excess pitch in an effort to push the beetle out of the
tree. Often this pitch becomes mixed with sawdust which causes a reddish
hue in some cases. If any of your trees quickly turn brown this spring, give
the trunk a close inspection to see if any of the characteristic pitch tubes are
present. A WIA Forestry Volunteer program provides residents with free in-
spections and recommendations if you suspect that you have MPB. Contact
the WIA office at 488-2693 to request a Forestry Volunteer.

How do | take care of a tree with MPB?

If you have a tree that has died from MPB, or is severely infested with MPB,
WIA requires that you remove the tree and slash from your lot as promptly as
possible prior to the fly season. Most tree contractors in this area are famil-
iar with proper disposal techniques and timeframes. If you prefer to perform
the work yourself, the tree and slash can be disposed of by a couple of meth-
ods. The safest and most convenient methods of disposal for residents are
chipping the MPB trees or disposing of the MPB trees at the Black Forest
Mulch site (www.bfslash.org).

What is the “fly season™?

Each year between June 1* and Oct 1%, the matured MPB from the previous
year emerges from the tree and flies to find a new tree to penetrate and lay their eggs. It is during this period
that trees become a target for the flying MPB looking to begin a new cycle. Large diameter ponderosas that are
overcrowded or drought-stressed are a perfect target. Each successfully penetrated MPB will burrow and lay
up to 75 eggs which will hatch and feed thereby cutting off essential nutrients, eventually killing the tree.

Why shouldn’t | cut my trees during the fly season?

Cutting trees between June 1% and October 1% is not recommended because often the smells and pheromones
from the freshly cut trees will attract additional beetles to your area. If you absolutely must cut trees during this
timeframe, WIA recommends that you immediately remove the infected tree and slash from your property to re-
duce your risk.

What if | suspect my neighbor has MPB?
If you suspect your neighbor has trees that may be infested with MPB, you may wish to approach your neighbor
with your concern and suggest that they contact WIA in order to have a Forestry Volunteer inspect the trees. If a
direct approach is not possible, another alternative is to contact the WIA office and provide the address of the
trees suspected to have MPB. If verified, your neighbor will be provided with the appropriate information regard-
ing how to properly dispose of the infested trees.
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Will Woodmoor ever lose all of its trees due to MPB 2
Mountain Pine Beetle is difficult to control and predict because their exact behavior and control meth-

ods are still eluding most biologists and foresters. Many government agencies and private companies
are in a race to develop effective control methods, but none have been proven to be absolutely effec-
tive. Having residents who are educated and proactive regarding MPB is our best safeguard to keep-
ing Woodmoor green. Hopefully, in the near future, a control method will be discovered that will be
affordable and accessible to residents.

One of our ongoing issues in Woodmoor, the issue that most frequently results in a hearing (and as
| like to say, | want to meet you, but not at a hearing!) is excessive dog barking. | realize dogs bark, as
is their nature, but not everyone has the same tolerance for barking. We have seen a number of suc-
cessful solutions to barking dogs over the years, but the most important solution is you, the
owner. Please keep an ear out for your dog; pass your phone number out to your neighbors so they
can call you if they feel the barking is excessive; try a bark collar (these seem to work very well). An-
other interesting method to control barking is to train your dog to bark on command! Yes, | did say train
your dog to bark. There are books that will explain this method, but in short, it is possible to teach your
dog to bark and stop barking on command (teach the behavior in order to control it). Once the trick is
taught, just keep using the “stop” command. Easy? | wouldn’t know, | have cats, sorry!

Campers/Boats/Trailers/Cars: We are starting to enter the summer season, so remember the rules
regarding trailers, boats, and campers. If you have any questions, need special extensions to keep your
trailer, camper, or boat on your lot for longer than the allowable time, contact the office. If you are hav-
ing family get-togethers, and will require more than 2 vehicles parked outside on your lot for a period of
time, contact the office. The office has the capability to issue temporary permits on a case-by-case ba-
Sis.

Lot Maintenance: We will be concentrating this summer on lot maintenance. We have seen an
increase in homes and lots that are not being properly maintained: peeling paint, Christmas lights still
up, slash, trash, dead trees, and poorly maintained play sets. Lets work together to keep our lots main-
tained. If you have any questions or concerns, please contact the office: we will be happy to answer
your guestions.

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WIA continues to have a strong financial position. Income and expenses are in
line with the 2008 budget through the first quarter. Interest rates have fallen dramati-
cally, which will impact interest income. We earn interest on deposits of approximately
$1.2 million. Our balance sheet shows the Replacement Reserve fund fully funded with
a balance of $325,964. The Unallocated Reserve will get much attention in the next
quarter as the board develops a plan to commit these funds. Resident input will be a
major factor in deciding how these funds will be spent. Monthly financial statements
are available to residents at the board meetings. They are also available on our web-
site, www.woodmoor.org, as is the complete 2008 budget.

The board met with our auditor an March 5. We gained a much better under-
standing of our non-profit status as many questions and concerns were answered. An
audit review of the 2007 financials will be performed in May.

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Now that spring is here, we will start to see large hairy animals roaming the area look-
ing for food. No, not WPS officers, but bears. Every year WPS receive numerous calls
concerning bears in the neighborhood. Feeding any wildlife, including foxes, is illegal and
not only could you be issued a ticket, it could ultimately result with an attack or an animal
being destroyed.

Bears are in the area because they have an easy food source with trash, compost
piles, bird feeders, barbeque grills and even food left out to attract the wildlife. Bears are
lazy. They will return and continue to stay until the food source is gone. Although it might
seem pretty neat to have a bear roaming around the outside of your house, it's not some-
thing you want. Bears can be very destructive and will tear apart structures to access food.

If you see a bear, don’'t approach and it will move on eventually. If there are two or
three bears in your yard, it is probably a mother with its cubs as cubs can be as big as their
mother before they are very old. Although bear attacks in Colorado are extremely rare a
mother protecting cubs could be very dangerous. If a bear is in your yard keep your dis-
tance. When a bear is standing on his hind legs this is not a sign of aggression but the bear
is curious and is probably trying to figure out what you are by smelling the air. If a bear
feels threatened or cornered this could cause the bear to attack. If a bear pounds the
ground with his paw or “pops his jaw” (makes popping noises) the bear is trying to warn you
that you're too close. If this happens, back away slowly but don't turn your back to the bear
and you should never run from any animal as this will trigger an animal’s instinct to give
chase. If you are attacked, fight back. Use anything you can as a weapon such as rocks
or sticks. Remember bears are here because of the food source. Please eliminate the food
source that attracts bears by not setting your trash out the night before pick-up, remove
items such as bird feeders, and store your grill inside the garage.

Division of Wildlife (DOW) can relocate bears depending on the circumstances but they
will only relocate a bear once. If a bear returns, it will be destroyed. Please do not feed
any wild animals and remember; a fed bear is a dead bear.
