This effort encompasses the governing documents (Declaratic
Articles of Incorporation, and Bylaws) as well as our design standaddsi®s and regulations. As part of this effort, the BOD had our
governing documents reviewed by legal counsel and a numbergdstioms (taking up 14 pages) were made to bring our outdated dasume
into compliance with current state and federal laws. A committee of ownsr®mied to review these suggested changes and we will be
coming to you for a vote on the changes in the near future. ThisHB®oked at our contracts (both for rentals and commercial WPS
customers), and found that they exposed the WIA to unnecessarwliadilé have corrected and updated those contracts to protect the WI
from this exposure. We have looked at our policies and proceduresgatiiad a number of concerns related to state and federal law,
exposing the WIA to potential significant liability, and have closed those haldsranght the WIA into compliance.

We have also tried to increase communication and transparency in the opefati@nassociation through the creation of additional ways to
contact and communicate with your board (individual board member enraleased number of newsletters, and (thanks to our Treasurer,
Mari Rollins) more understandable and readable financial statements. We haaeathiaudit ongoing, and have hired a professional
accounting firm to handle our books. This last action has resultbd giscovery, and correction, of numerous accounting erroestaké

our fiduciary responsibility to you seriously and are taking actioessare your money is accounted for properly.

Since the last newsletter, we have had some Administrative changes. Our peok&signed in June and was replaced by the aforemen-
tioned , professional accounting service at a significant cost savings to ti@aties. Our Executive Director, Camilla Mottl, resigned on
June 30th. Kate Horton has been designated the Administrative Lead, ancadeeatising for a part-time receptionist to support Kate and
Matt, who are having no problem keeping the Administrative functiangng along smoothly. Until the receptionist is hired, the office will
be closed on Friday afternoons.

Safety in Numbers

wide and mounted on the house. A 2nd set of identifying house numbers at the end of a drive (cannot be attz
tree), contrasting color, reflective material easily visible day or night and visible in bothatfisecsi required.

We're already seeing bears in the area, so please keep your trash cans secured inside a garage or shed until the day
pickup and put your garbage cans back inside after pickup the same day. Keep BBQ grills clean and also secured
inside if possible, and don't fill bird feeders unless suspended between two large trees. Beaastarktatthe

We've also had numerous coyote reports this summer with reports of aggressive behavior towards dogs and even
residents. If you see aggressive behavior from a coyote, please call the Division of Wildlife at 71927-52
